Tutoring Session Slips  

     Some instructors require that you 

obtain an official session slip from 

the tutors, so please ask  for one 

when your session is completed. No 

student will be issued a session slip 

unless they have been tutored!  

     Printing for free has become a thing of the past and all 

students needing to print a document from any printer on 

campus will first have to set up a GoPrint account. There 

are two ways to access  GoPrint to set  up your accountð

when you óre ready to print your document, hit the File 

button, and select Print, which will bring you to the access 

and account setup window.  

     You can also access GoPrint by placing your cursor in the task tray at the bot-

tom right hand of the screen, clicking on the white triangle, and then on the Go-

Print logo. 

     To set up your account you will need a check, credit, or debit card to fund it 

with a minimum of $2 and a maximum of $20. If using cash, a kiosk on the sec-

ond floor of the Cypress Building will allow you to use actual cash, but you 

must first set up your account. You will be asked to select a user name and pass-

word.  

     Once the account is ready, print out your work by selecting your account then 

a user name and password. Once the account is ready, print out your work by 

selecting your document in the My Print Jobs window  then click Print. You 

can also keep track of  accounts in this same window. 

     Please note that there is duplex printing available in the Writing Center; how-

ever, there is no copying or color printing available in this lab. Keep in mind that 

the GoPrint system does go down from time to time and it may present a prob-

lem for those students needing to print out their essay assignment. If this hap-

pens to you, please contact a tutor and they will help verify, for your instructor, 

that the system was down. Also note that when the GoPrint system is down, it is 

usually down throughout campus.    

No GoPrint Account? Uh Oh! 
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     If you are a student  enrolled in English 

composition, literature, technical or creative 

writing classes, the Centers for Academic 

Reading and English Services (CARES) labs 

can provide help in getting assignments com-

pleted. Located in Juniper Hall 216, this lab 

also offers expert tutoring services and you 

can print assignments with a valid GoPrint 

account.  

     However, If you are working on any as-

signment other than English, you will need to 

go to the Writing Across the Curriculum lab 

also known as the WAC Lab, located in room 

205 at the Redbud Learning Center (library). 

    When coming to the CARES labs, the first 

thing to do is sign in at the computer station 

located at the front entrance of the lab you are 

using. In the College English Writing Center, 

JH216, the side door in this lab is for faculty 

and staff use only. 

  The computers in these labs are programmed 

to allow students to work on their assign-

ments while using the Microsoft Office Suite 

that includes the Word and Power Point pro-

grams, two of the most commonly used pro-

grams in English and Literature classes.  

     Keep in mind that these computers will not 

allow the downloading of any programs, so 

save yourself the effort.

     One of the most difficult aspects of English composition is 

coming up with an idea for a research assignment essay be it a 

Compare and Contrast, Persuasive, Definition, or one of many 

other types of essays instructors use to teach students how to 

write and conduct research in academics. What follows is actually 

writing the paper while taking into account everything that the 

instructor is requiring, and that can also be difficult to understand. 

The tutors in the CARES English Writing Center can help. 

     However, what really confuses English composition students 

is when an instructor requests that the paper be composed while 

using the writing style known in the Humanities as Modern Language Association or more 

commonly, MLA. This type of writing requires students to use a specific format such as: 

one inch margins, 12 point font size along with a Times New Roman font, a running header 

that includes the studentôs last name and page numbers, etc. 

     Using MLA is not as difficult as it seems, and students in English 1301 courses find that 

out when they begin formatting  their papers for assignments. What presents an obstacle to 

students learning MLA, particularly when they are moving on to English 1302 or other 

English courses, is that some instructors require the use of MLA, but with their own specifi-

cations such as no page numbers, a variation of the heading, no block quotes, and no titles, 

just to name a few. Confusing? You bet. 

     Students in English courses here at Northwest Vista College need to be aware that it is 

every instructorôs prerogative as to how they want their studentsô papers formatted. If they 

want larger margins or no page numbers, so be it, but students should ask their instructors 

why this is so. 

     Students should also keep in mind that what one instructor is requiring for MLA may be 

different in English 1302 or other English courses. Tutors in the Writing Center are quick to 

point out to students what is MLA and what is not, but students need to determine if in fact 

they are writing in correct MLA format or an instructorôs variation, especially when they 

move on to other classes and get points taken off on their first essay for not adhering to cor-

rect MLA requirements.

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      Quite often, we tutors in the CARES 

English Writing Center come across stu-

dent research papers that lack reference ci-

tations. Students often say, ñWell, I read it 

somewhere, but they are my own wordsò. 

     Obviously, if a student read the infor-

mation during their research, then that in-

formation requires citation because alt-

hough the student placed the information in 

their own words, which is called paraphras-

ing, it is not their own work and requires 

citation. 

     A majority of the time, students are not 

aware that they are plagiarizing, but in-

structors and tutors will bring it to their at-

tention and the problem is usually resolved. 

     Meanwhile, Northwest Vista Collegeôs 

policy on plagiarism explains that plagia-

rism is a form of scholastic dishonesty and 

notes; 

     Plagiarism is the appropriation of 

anotherôs work and the unacknowl-

edged incorporation of that work into 

oneôs own coursework/assignment 

including the taking and using of ide-

as, passages, etc. Plagiarism is scho-

lastic dishonesty and will result in dis-

ciplinary action. 
      The disciplinary action can range from 

issuing the student found guilty of plagia-

rism a lower or failing assignment or 

course grade to expulsion. The process can 

be a lengthy one that could take months, 

especially if the accused student appeals 

the decision.  

     Regardless, it is a situation no student 

wants to find themselves in. You do not 

want to jeopardize your academic career 

because if a student is found guilty of aca-

demic plagiarism, it will be very doubtful 

that they will be accepted into another in-

stitute of higher education.

     So then, what does and does not require  

citation? Here is a good rule of thumb to

To Cite or Not to Cite? That Is The Question   
use when trying to determine what in-

formation does not require citation:           

¶ If the information is common 

knowledge, or 

¶ If the information is the writerôs 

personal opinion. 

Every bit of research information that 

does not fall into the categories above, 

requires citation. It is as simple as that. 

     An example of common knowledge 

would be as follows: The sun will rise 

early tomorrow. Everyone knows that 

the sun will rise every morning, so that 

is common knowledge. 

     However, if in your research essay 

you write that, The sun will come up 

tomorrow at 6:33 AM, the temperature 

will be 73 degrees, the wind will be out 

of the southeast at 15 mph, and the hu-

midity will be at 47 percent, then this 

specific information is not common 

knowledge or personal opinion, and re-

quires citation. 

     Knowing when to cite information 

on a English composition research as-

signment or any other course that re-

quires citation, will represent fewer 

worries for students to fret about.

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     If you are anything like many of us, you 

love to eat and sometimes select fast foods. 

Letôs look at some healthy ways to enjoy 

what we like and not lose any flavor or fun. 

These tips are good for the summer and 

will help us deal with the heat!  

     Here are some recommenda-

tions for healthy eating habits. 

Try to incorporate as many as 

you can into your daily routine. 

The rewards for doing so are 

immeasurable (NC State Uni-

versity). 

¶ Pace yourself when you eat. 

It may take as long as twenty minutes 

for your body to recognize that you are 

full. Try putting down your fork be-

tween bites. 

¶ Eat breakfast every day. Breakfast 

jump-starts the metabolism so the meta-

bolic rate stays high throughout the 

day. However, watch out for breakfast 

foods high in fat and cholesterol like 

bacon, ham, eggs and sausage. Try 

whole grain cereal, fruit or bagels with 

fat free toppings instead. 

¶ Pre-plan low calorie, low fat meals so 

parties, moods, or special occasions do not 

interfere with your goals. 

¶ Remove all visible fat, as well as poul-

try skin, from foods before cooking them. 

¶ Buy tuna packed in water, not in oil. 

¶ Use vegetable oil spray, olive oil or 

canola oil when frying or saut®ing foods. 

¶ Substitute skim or low fat milk for 

whole milk.  

¶  Donôt buy high calorie foods. 

¶ Snack on fruits and vegetables instead 

of on cookies, chips or candy. 

¶ Drink a minimum of 64 ounces of water 

each day. 

¶ To help curb your appetite, begin a 

meal with a salad topped with 

fresh veggies and a low calo-

rie dressing. Or, try a bowl of 

broth based soup. 

¶ Use low calorie sweeten-

ers, sauces, and dressings. 

¶ Use spices to season food 

instead of butter, sugar, 

cheese, or cream sauce. Try garlic, dill, 

basil, cinnamon, thyme, or peppermint. 

¶ If you crave something sweet, try pud-

dings, Jell-O, fruit, yogurt, or sherbet. 

¶ Reduce portion size, especially for 

meats. A three-ounce portion of meat is 

about the size of the palm of your hand or a 

deck of playing cards. 

¶ Read labels. Make sure to record dou-

ble the calories if you eat two servings. 

¶ Avoid fried foods. 

¶ Buy fresh or frozen vegetables. 

¶ Bake, broil, or grill food to enhance fla-

vor while cutting calories. 
     Weôll admit that avoiding favorite fast food 

restaurants is impossible for the average per-

son, especially with so many of them located in 

and around the city. Why, even college and 

universities have fast food on campus.   

     However, do try to limit your fast food in-

take to once or twice a week, and you will be 

doing your body a healthy favor.
