Retiree Pearl Conyers 
Named Professor 
Emeritus
Pearl Conyers, a St. Philip’s College employee 
who retired in August after 40 years of 
distinguished service with the college, was 
named professor emeritus by the Alamo 
Colleges Board of Trustees in September.
Conyers  developed and implemented both 
the college’s transfer and career centers, 
the college’s general degree program, and 
its two-plus-two associate degree transfer 
program, services that support students’ 
transfer to four year institutions.  
In 1986 Conyers founded the college’s 
transfer information center, known since 
1990 as the Transfer Center. The center staff 
helps students make informed decisions about 
transferring. 
A licensed professional counselor, Conyers 
earned her bachelor’s degree in sociology 
from Trinity University and her master’s 
degree in counseling from Our Lady of the 
Lake College. 

A. Baker Duncan and his wife Sally have donated 
a total of $10,000 to provide cookbooks for 
Culinary Arts students at St. Philip’s College. 
Their donati on represents the newest 
collecti on to the St. Philip’s College Library 
with 142 books previously purchased; the 
collecti on will be expanded to approximately 
twice its current size.

The North Chamber recognized Botello 
as an emerging leader who demonstrates 
excellence, creati vity and initi ati ve in her 
profession. Botello’s role in the college’s 
core mission of student success earned her 
the nominati on. 

She serves as the advisor for the college’s 
award–garnering Phi Theta Kappa 
Honor Society. Her students successfully 
nominated SPC President Dr. Adena 
Williams Loston to receive the society’s 
2011 Shirley B. Gordon Award of Disti ncti on, 
awarded to community college presidents 
and CEOs who promote the goals of their 
honor society chapters.

SPC is among more than 400 higher 
educati on insti tuti ons joining the 
challenge to engage college campuses in 
an academic year of community service 
with a nondenominati onal element. The 
President Obama initi ati ve is supported 
by the Department of Educati on and the 
Corporati on for Nati onal and Community 
Service. The college is directi ng students

through volunteerism, explained Kevin 
Schantz, the college’s service-learning 
coordinator. 

The commemorati ve event included 
remarks from Vice President of Academic 
Aff airs Ruth Dalrymple, a moment of 
silence, lowering of the U.S. fl ag by students 
enrolled with local ROTC programs, the 
playing of Taps, and concluding remarks.

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College Receives $15,000 donation
from Cowboy Breakfast Foundation

The presentati on of a $15,000 check to fund culinary arts scholarships in 2012 was a highlight of the 2011 
Cowboy Breakfast Foundati on membership recepti on in September.  

The Foundati on has contributed $70,000 in full and part-ti me scholarships for the college’s hospitality 
professions program over the past eight years. These students oft en become alumni employed in the 
local hospitality industry which is a perennial economic driver in the area, said Chef Frank Salinas, an 
assistant professor who is a chef instructor at the college and a recipient of the San Antonio Livestock 
Expositi on (SALE) scholarship.

“In recent seasons, the Cowboy Breakfast experience for our students has meant coveted scholarships, 
work experience, community service and even an element of fun in contributi ng to two Guinness World 
Records rankings--Largest Free Breakfast and Largest Coff ee Event. The Cowboy Breakfast Foundati on 
membership has believed in our students for more than 10 years, and it humbles us,” said Salinas. 

In 2011, 34 students worked in food preparati on at the Cowboy Breakfast, the signature San Antonio 
Stock Show and Rodeo kickoff  that att racted 55,000 fans. The students worked the typical volunteer shift  
of 2-9 a.m.

Recent highlights of the St. Philip’s College 
performance excellence initi ati ve have focused 
on strategic planning, process alignment, quality 
improvement and professional development. 
The Quality Texas Foundati on is providing 
informati onal resources, advisement and 
support for the college’s eff orts, reported Dean 
of Interdisciplinary Programs Dr. Karen Sides, a 
college leadership team member and a Quality 
Texas Senior Examiner who works closely with this 
acti vity.

“Our intent going forward this year is to fi nalize 
items that were initi ated during the college’s 
Good to Great strategic planning sessions last 
May and June,” said Sides. Nearing completi on are 
the college’s strategic acti on plans, the college 
scorecard and college core process fl owcharts.

In additi on, a number of staff  and administrators 
parti cipated in Quality Texas Examiner training 
this fall to gain a bett er understanding of how to 

implement the Baldrige Performance Excellence 
Program framework. “This level of broad-based 
experience will allow the college to accelerate its 
process alignment acti viti es and fi ne-tune quality 
improvement measures,” Sides said.

The Quality Texas Foundati on provides guidance 
to Texas companies and organizati ons to improve 
performance by following the Baldrige leadership 
framework. The framework is based upon the 
Baldrige Performance Excellence Program whose 
mission is to improve the competi ti veness and 
performance of U.S. organizati ons. 

The Quality Texas Foundati on recognized 
St. Philip’s College with the Texas Award for 
Performance Excellence (TAPE) award in June.  
The school previously received the Engagement 
Level recogniti on in 2010. The planning eff ort for 
quality recogniti on eff ort is spearheaded by SPC 
President Loston, in conjuncti on with the college’s 
leadership team.

College Enters 
Month Five of
Gates Foundation 
Program for
Student Success
St. Philip’s College’s parti cipati on in the 
fi ve-year Completi on by Design initi ati ve in 
Texas entered its fi ft h month in October, said 
student success team lead Christi na Cortez. 

The initi ati ve of the Bill and Melinda Gates 
Foundati on involves fi ve Texas community 
colleges currently in a planning phase, 
which precedes the design of an acti on plan 
to implement Completi on by Design. The 
intent of the initi ati ve is to enhance college 
completi on and to help more students 
remain in college and complete their degree.   

“The majority of vice presidents and 
presidents from Alamo Colleges att ended 
planning meeti ngs in Houston in September,” 
said Cortez. “Our team is in the process of 
receiving Alamo Colleges Fall 2005 data. We 
are submitti  ng that data to nati onal partners 
at the Community College Research Center. 
That report will be returned to us. Then our 
task will be to narrow the Alamo Colleges 
data to two common groups, for submission 
for our November meeti ng in Dallas,” she 
added.  

St. Philip’s College is one of fi ve community 
colleges in Texas funded to plan the launch 
of the fi ve-year project in the state. The 
initi ati ve also includes colleges in Florida, 
Ohio and North Carolina.

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SPC Designated 
Military-Friendly
for Third
Consecutive Year

St. Philip’s College has been designated a Military-
Friendly School for the third consecuti ve year by 
G.I. Jobs magazine.  The college is ranked among 
the top 20 percent of 7,000 colleges by G.I. 
Jobs, which annually evaluates the operati ons 
of colleges. The veteran–owned magazine 
researched thousands of schools to determine 
its designati ons. 

Roughly 1,200 benefi t–eligible uniformed, 
civilian, reti red, transiti oning and family service 
members att end the college in fall and spring 
semesters, and approximately 750 during 
summer terms, said Javier Barron, the college’s 
coordinator of veterans’ aff airs. 

“It’s nice to have a nati onal agency consistently 
confi rm what our employees and the community 
we serve have known to be true for decades–––
we treasure our military consumers and we are 
organized, trained and equipped to supporti vely 
serve these consumers in our service area,” said 
SPC President Dr. Adena Williams Loston.  

Military members att end classes on the 
college’s main campus near Fort Sam Houston 
and at staff ed sites on Lackland Air Force Base 
and Randolph Air Force Base. Other opti ons 
are online courses and the Southwest Campus 
near Lackland with its strong science, math and 
alternati ve energy programs.

(GED) preparati on program. 

The new program launched in August and is 
provided in English or Spanish. The cost is $50, and 
students have a maximum of fi ve months to use 
the online preparati on materials. 

The GED preparati on program is for persons 
who have not obtained a high school diploma, 
explained Gabriela Perez, Educati on Skills 
Specialist II with the college’s Community Service 
and Training Center, which administers the course. 
It is ideal for students who require a brush-up to 
earn the GED certi fi cate, Perez said. 

“Our staff  guides every GED student to the format 
of preparati on that is right for them, face-to face 
or online, to make maximum progress toward 
earning the GED. We know it’s very empowering 
for students to acquire something they thought 
was out of reach.” 

Perez added that staff  supports students with 
essay assistance, computer labs and materials 
from the offi  cial service provider of offi  cial GED 
practi ce tests, Diversifi ed Computer Services.

St. Philip’s College has been designated a Military-
Friendly School for the third consecuti ve year by 
G.I. Jobs magazine.  The college is ranked among 
the top 20 percent of 7,000 colleges by G.I.

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College Receives $15,000 donation
from Cowboy Breakfast Foundation

The presentati on of a $15,000 check to fund culinary arts scholarships in 2012 was a highlight of the 2011 
Cowboy Breakfast Foundati on membership recepti on in September.  

The Foundati on has contributed $70,000 in full and part-ti me scholarships for the college’s hospitality 
professions program over the past eight years. These students oft en become alumni employed in the 
local hospitality industry which is a perennial economic driver in the area, said Chef Frank Salinas, an 
assistant professor who is a chef instructor at the college and a recipient of the San Antonio Livestock 
Expositi on (SALE) scholarship.

“In recent seasons, the Cowboy Breakfast experience for our students has meant coveted scholarships, 
work experience, community service and even an element of fun in contributi ng to two Guinness World 
Records rankings--Largest Free Breakfast and Largest Coff ee Event. The Cowboy Breakfast Foundati on 
membership has believed in our students for more than 10 years, and it humbles us,” said Salinas. 

In 2011, 34 students worked in food preparati on at the Cowboy Breakfast, the signature San Antonio 
Stock Show and Rodeo kickoff  that att racted 55,000 fans. The students worked the typical volunteer shift  
of 2-9 a.m.

Recent highlights of the St. Philip’s College 
performance excellence initi ati ve have focused 
on strategic planning, process alignment, quality 
improvement and professional development. 
The Quality Texas Foundati on is providing 
informati onal resources, advisement and 
support for the college’s eff orts, reported Dean 
of Interdisciplinary Programs Dr. Karen Sides, a 
college leadership team member and a Quality 
Texas Senior Examiner who works closely with this 
acti vity.

“Our intent going forward this year is to fi nalize 
items that were initi ated during the college’s 
Good to Great strategic planning sessions last 
May and June,” said Sides. Nearing completi on are 
the college’s strategic acti on plans, the college 
scorecard and college core process fl owcharts.

In additi on, a number of staff  and administrators 
parti cipated in Quality Texas Examiner training 
this fall to gain a bett er understanding of how to 

implement the Baldrige Performance Excellence 
Program framework. “This level of broad-based 
experience will allow the college to accelerate its 
process alignment acti viti es and fi ne-tune quality 
improvement measures,” Sides said.

The Quality Texas Foundati on provides guidance 
to Texas companies and organizati ons to improve 
performance by following the Baldrige leadership 
framework. The framework is based upon the 
Baldrige Performance Excellence Program whose 
mission is to improve the competi ti veness and 
performance of U.S. organizati ons. 

The Quality Texas Foundati on recognized 
St. Philip’s College with the Texas Award for 
Performance Excellence (TAPE) award in June.  
The school previously received the Engagement 
Level recogniti on in 2010. The planning eff ort for 
quality recogniti on eff ort is spearheaded by SPC 
President Loston, in conjuncti on with the college’s 
leadership team.

College Enters 
Month Five of
Gates Foundation 
Program for
Student Success
St. Philip’s College’s parti cipati on in the 
fi ve-year Completi on by Design initi ati ve in 
Texas entered its fi ft h month in October, said 
student success team lead Christi na Cortez. 

The initi ati ve of the Bill and Melinda Gates 
Foundati on involves fi ve Texas community 
colleges currently in a planning phase, 
which precedes the design of an acti on plan 
to implement Completi on by Design. The 
intent of the initi ati ve is to enhance college 
completi on and to help more students 
remain in college and complete their degree.   

“The majority of vice presidents and 
presidents from Alamo Colleges att ended 
planning meeti ngs in Houston in September,” 
said Cortez. “Our team is in the process of 
receiving Alamo Colleges Fall 2005 data. We 
are submitti  ng that data to nati onal partners 
at the Community College Research Center. 
That report will be returned to us. Then our 
task will be to narrow the Alamo Colleges 
data to two common groups, for submission 
for our November meeti ng in Dallas,” she 
added.  

St. Philip’s College is one of fi ve community 
colleges in Texas funded to plan the launch 
of the fi ve-year project in the state. The 
initi ati ve also includes colleges in Florida, 
Ohio and North Carolina.
