Look for the AlamoCARES box on the Student
tab and read the important message before
accessing the course. Note: an alternative
training is available; see your Vice President
for Student Success for assistance.

Click on the link provided, and complete the
confidential pre-survey at the start of the
course. The Alamo Colleges District does not
receive a copy of your responses.

The quiz at the end of the course is required to
document your completion, but the score is
not recorded and will not impact you in any
way. Completion is documented on your
student record.

Students completing SAPCC after November 1
will be cleared to register within 24 hours.

Part 1 of Sexual Assault Prevention for Community Colleges must be
completed by November 1st or a registration hold will be placed on your record
