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Core Competency (formerly 
ISLO) assessment occurs on a 2-
year cycle, with Cycle I examin-
ing Critical Thinking, Commu-
nication, and Personal Responsi-
bility. Cycle II comprises Empir-
ical and Quantitative Skills, 
Teamwork, Social Responsibil-
ity, and Personal Responsibility, 
which is assessed every year as 
part of SPCõs Quality Enhance-
ment PlanñEthical Decision-
Making. 
 
Exhibited in Figure 63-1 (top 
right), overall Core Competency 
Student Learning Outcomes 
(CC-SLO) 2021-2022 Cycle I 
assessment achieved a skillful 
and emerging (S +E) total of 
80.5%, +10.5% over the 70.0% 
target.
